You Can Recycle Your CFL Bulbs 
Right Here! 

     CFLs and tube fluorescent lights (like those found in Town 
Hall and the Town Hall Annex) contain mercury, which is a 
dangerous element that can poison humans and animals with 
even the slightest of contact.  Proper disposal of such semi-
hazardous material is key to ensuring a safe living and working 
environment.  Currently, there are programs in our region for 
recycling mercury bulbs, including Home Depotõs CFL recycling 
program, and Wake Countyõs bulb site in Knightdale.  However, 
there really is nothing of convenience to the citizens of Franklin 
County, much less Franklinton, which is what prompted the 
Town to create, for Town residents, a mercury bulb recycling
