Budget Workshop

April 14, 2008

Mayor Senter called the budget workshop to order at 7:00 p.m.

Those present were Mayor Elic A. Senter, Commissioner Al Barbour, Joe Cutchins Jr., Anita Fuller, James Worley, Art Wright, Interim Town Manager Larry Carver and Town Clerk Kim Worley. 

Other staff present was Public Works Director Raymond Bragg, Water Plant Superintendent Richard Hinkle, Planning and Zoning Administrator Tammy Ray, and Police Chief Ray Gilliam.

Interim Town Manager Larry Carver presented the information to the Board for the Police Department they requested at the last meeting.  The board discussed the general fund budget and decided to leave all the information they had already put into it.

Interim Town Manager Larry Carver presented to the board the Sanitation Fund and Utility Fund budgets.  He stated if the town wants to keep rear yard pickup on the sanitation the cost will increase $2.00.  The board decided to keep the rear yard pickup and increase the sanitation fee by $2.00.

Interim Town Manager Larry Carver presented the utility fund budget to the board.  He stated at this time there is no increase from the County for the sewer.

The board discussed the utility fund budget. 

Mayor Senter told the board to review the budget and if there are any changes the board would discuss them at the May 21, 2008 budget meeting.   He stated if anyone had any questions before then, Interim Manager Larry Carver would be glad to answer them.
