Regular Board Meeting

April 15, 2008

Mayor Elic A. Senter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Commissioner Cutchins gave the invocation.

CONSIDERATION OF MINUTES

Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to accept the minutes of the March 18, 2008 regular meeting, March 31, 2008 budget workshop, April 7, 2008 budget workshop, the April 9, 2008 manager search meeting and April 9, 2008 closed session meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.

Discussion Regarding Parking on Residential Streets within Town Limits

Commissioner Worley made the motion to table this item and set up a workshop on Monday April 21, 2008 at 8:00 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Fuller and accepted unanimously. 

Consideration of Designating 3 Existing Parking Spaces on West Mason Street at the corner of Main Street as 15 Minute Parking

Ms. Ray stated this request was made at last month’s meeting from Mr. Phillip Young for his business.  After staff review the staff recommends the spaces be changed.

Commissioner Barbour made the motion to change the 3 existing parking spaces on West Mason Street at the corner of Main Street to 15 minute parking.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.

Police SOP Update

Interim Town Manager Larry Carver stated the review board had looked at the SOP and recommended some changes.  He stated once the changes are made the board will be presented the new SOP.  He stated that he hoped to have these to the board next week.

NEW BUSINESS

Discussion Regarding the Placement of a Historical Marker for Jack Johnson

Mr. Carver stated that Mr. Weaver would like to see a Historical marker go up and have a ceremony on the same day.  He stated Mr. Weaver would like for the town to support this.

After discussion Commissioner Wright made the motion to do a resolution of support for this project and allow the Mayor to talk with Mr. Weaver on this project.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Fuller and accepted unanimously.

Consideration of Dates for Town Hall Open House

Mayor Senter stated the first open house would be held on June 14, 2008 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.  He stated the purpose of these open houses would be for our citizens to come up and talk to the board and voice any concerns they may have.

Consideration of Phase II Change to Weatherly Subdivision – Tammy Ray

Ms. Ray stated that Weatherly Phase II has asked to make adjustments in the subdivision by NCDENR.  She stated the planning board met and discussed this, and recommended we approve the recommendation by NCDENR to move the road by the creek.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to allow Weatherly Phase II to make the adjustments recommended by NCDENR.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS

The chairman for the Tour De Grace Bike –A- Thon stated he would like to get a special events permit to allow this to come thru Franklinton.  He stated the event would be held on April 26, 2008.  He stated this benefit helps raise money for Safe Space and to help the homeless.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to approve the special events permit.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Barbour and accepted unanimously.

Mayor Senter stated Arts Alive Committee would be meeting Thursday at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall.

Mayor Senter stated Town Hall Day will be held on June 4th and he would like to urge the Commissioners to attend.

Mayor Senter stated that there will be a meeting held on April 29, 2008 7:30 p.m. at the Youngsville Community house to discuss the proposed High Speed Rail.  He stated the proposal will cut the town in half and he urges everyone to please attend this meeting and speak up for our Town.
