Consideration of DMP Water Plant Improvement Project Engineering Administration Adjustment Request

Mrs. Ray stated the town is trying to do some housekeeping, and the Board would need to approve the $12,000 in administrative fee overage for the water plant improvement project.

Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to approve the adjustment request.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Barbour and accepted unanimously.

Discussion of Downtown Underground Utilities Project

Mayor Senter stated the project would include taking the poles down and removing the wire from Vine Street to Green Street.  

Commissioner Cutchins asked what would we use to put up the Christmas decorations.  

Mayor Senter stated we would have new light poles to replace the old ones.

Consideration of Special Events Permit Request for Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial March on January 19, 2008

Commissioner Barbour made the motion to grant the request for the special event permit.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.
