Franklinton Board of Commissioners
Manager Search Meeting

June 5, 2008

Mayor Elic A. Senter called the Franklinton Board of Commissioners manager search meeting to order.

Those present were Mayor Elic A. Senter, Commissioner Al Barbour, Joe Cutchins Jr., Art Wright, James Worley, Interim Town Manager Larry Carver and Town Clerk Kim Worley.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to amend the agenda to discuss a work session and meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.

Mayor Senter stated that Planning and Zoning Administrator Tammy Ray would like to have a work session with the board to discuss and work on our junk vehicle ordinance.

The board set Monday June 9, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. for a work session to discuss the junk vehicle ordinance.

Mayor Senter stated Franklin County has received a report letting them know that they have over allocated their sewer plant by 1.2 million gallons.  He stated the town has been discussing our sewer issue with the county and he would like for the board to have a meeting with the County.  The board agreed for the Mayor to set a meeting and get back to them with a date.

Mayor Senter stated he was approached by NC Hope which is a group that helps public employees unionize.  He stated by doing this it would give public employee bargaining rights, and they would like our support.  He stated this would not affect towns with fewer than 5000 residents.  Mayor Senter told the board he was in favor of this and would like to know how the board feels and if we should support NC Hope.

Commissioner Barbour stated he felt like the town needed to leave this issue alone.  

Commissioner Wright stated he has been on both side of this issue and does not think the board should support it.

Commissioner Cutchins stated he felt like the town should not support this at this time.

Mayor Senter stated he attend Town Hall Day in Raleigh yesterday and had a good day.  He stated he talked with Representative Lucy Allen and she told him our resolution to be included in the weed ordinance is going well.
He stated he also had a talk with Representative Allen and Senator Berger about the anti-gang prevention laws.

Mayor Senter stated that he also talked to Senator Berger about the underground power line on Main Street.  He stated that they talked to Senator Basnight’s office and found out that the grant only covers 1 million dollars and our project is 1.8 million.  But he was assured we are still approved and the committee is waiting for next year’s budget to see if they can get monies out it.

Mayor Senter stated he would like the town to pass a resolution of support for the annexation laws and to not allow the General Assembly to pass a moratorium on annexation.
CLOSED SESSION
Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to go into closed session in accordance with N.C.G.S. 143.318.11(8) to conduct interviews for town manager position.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.

Commissioner Wright made the motion to come out of closed session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.
