Franklinton Board of Commissioners
Regular Board Meeting

May 20, 2008

Mayor Elic A. Senter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Commissioner Cutchins gave the invocation.

Those present were Mayor Elic A. Senter, Commissioners Al Barbour, Joe Cutchins, Jr., James Worley, Art Wright, Town Clerk Kim Worley and Interim Town Manager Larry Carver.  Other staff members present were Public Works Superintendent Raymond Bragg, Water Plant Superintendent Richard Hinkle, Zoning/Planning Administrator Tammy Ray, Police Chief Ray Gilliam and Town Attorney Mitch Styers.
Commissioner Worley made the motion to amend the agenda to add a closed session in accordance with G.S. 143-318.11(3) to discuss legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously. 

Mrs. Shelia Allers led the board in the Pledge of Allegiance.
CONSIDERATION OF MINUTES
Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to accept the minutes of the April 15, 2008 regular meeting, March 18, 2008 closed session, April 14, 2008 budget workshop, April 20, 2008 manager search, April 21, 2008 manager search, April 21, 2008 parking workshop, April 21, 2008 closed session, April 28, 2008 manager search, April 28, 2008 closed session, May 12, 2008 budget workshop and May 12, 2008 closed session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.
CITIZEN’S CONCERN
Ms. Dee Sams, 217 N. Main Street, stated she would like to see less patrolling of US 1 and more in town.  She stated the speeding on Main Street is bad and maybe the department could patrol it more and do speed checks.
Ms. Sams also stated she would like to know if the Town has a noise abatement law.  She stated it is a problem with the cars riding by with the radio turned up loud and the music lyrics are offensive.  She stated these are ongoing issues and maybe the Police department could look at doing something to help out with the problems.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to recess the regular meeting and open the public hearing.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Barbour and accepted unanimously.

At this time Mayor Senter opened the public hearings.
PUBLIC HEARINGS
Text Amendment to Franklinton Code of Ordinance 97.08 Business Property Blocking Street or Sidewalks to allow placement of store items onto sidewalks
Interim Town Manager Larry Carver stated the ordinance change will be for all businesses.  He stated the proposed change states,” it shall be unlawful for any person to place any article of any description on the sidewalk in front of his store or place of business, unless nine feet of clearance on the sidewalk is maintained for the passage of pedestrians as measured from the curb.”
Mrs. Shelia Allers stated the URC committee was looking at placing benches on Main Street.  She asked if the change will still allow them to do this.  Mayor Senter stated the bench would be allowed.

There being no other comment this public hearing was closed.

Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to adopt the text amendment to the Franklinton Code of Ordinance 97.08.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Barbour and accepted unanimously.

Text Amendment to Franklinton Code of Ordinances Chapter 74: Schedule I: Parking Prohibited at all times
Mayor Senter stated the board has been looking at this for a couple of months. Proposed streets are Taylor Street (entire street), Janice Avenue (entire street), Pine Street (along S curve), Dixon Street (entire street), E. College Street (entire street), Pearce Street to Brady Lane (bad curve), Glenn Street (pool hill both sides) and Collins Street ( along S curve).
Interim Town Manager Larry Carver stated all of the streets being added are for safety reasons and parking issues.

There being no comments the hearing was closed.
Commissioner Worley made the motion to add the streets of Taylor Street (entire street), Janice Avenue (entire street), Pine Street (along S curve), Dixon Street (entire street), E. College Street (entire street), Pearce Street to Brady Lane (bad curve), Glenn Street (pool hill both sides) and Collins Street ( along S curve).  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.
At this time Mayor Senter closed the public hearings.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to reconvene the regular meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.

Consideration of Resolution Requesting Inclusion to NCGS 160A-200
Interim Town Manager Larry Carver stated this will allow the town to send only one notice to chronic violators of the overgrown vegetation ordinance.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to adopt the resolution requesting inclusion to NCGS 160A-200.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to go into closed session in accordance with N.C.G.S. 143.318.11(a) (5) to discuss legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Barbour and accepted unanimously.

Commissioner Worley made the motion to come out of closed session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.

Mayor Senter stated no action was taken.

The board of Commissioners took a tour of the Municipal Annex building and looked at the different plans for remodeling.
