Budget Workshop

May 12, 2008

Mayor Elic A. Senter called the Franklinton Board of Commissioners budget workshop to order at 7:00 p.m.

Those present were Mayor Elic A. Senter, Commissioner Al Barbour, Joe Cutchins Jr., James Worley, Art Wright, Interim Town Manager Larry Carver and Town Clerk Kim Worley.

Other staff present were Public Works Director Raymond Bragg, Zoning and Planning Administrator Tammy Ray and Utility Clerk Wendy Gilliam.

Interim Town Manager Larry Carver presented the budget to the board.  He stated that there were changes make in the utility fund.  He stated after the last meeting we were informed that the county would be increasing their sewer rate to the town by 20 %.

This resulted in an increase to the sewer rates we had budgeted.  The new proposed rate is $17.50 for the first 1000 gallons and $9.00 per thousand for each additional 1000 gallons.  

The board reviewed the budget and accepted it.
