NEW BUSINESS

Special Events Permit Request from the Franklinton Township Chamber of Commerce to Conduct Annual Christmas Parade on December 4, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.
Mr. Darrell Chalk asked the Board for a special events permit for the Christmas Parade.  He stated the committee has been working hard to make the parade a success.
Commissioner Worley made the motion to grant the special events permit request for the Annual Christmas Parade.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.

Consideration of Applying for a Safe Sidewalk to School Grant from N.C.D.O.T.
Town Manager Larry Carver stated that the town has identified the area that they would like to apply for the permit for.  He stated that Davis Martin and Powell have given us a proposal to start the grant application process.  He stated if approved the town will end up paying around $8000.  He stated the project would run down Hillsborough Street from the High School to the Elementary School.  

Commissioner Wright made the motion to authorize DMP to move forward with the application process.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.

Consideration of Applying for a Capital Improvements Plan Grant
Town Manager Larry Carver stated the Town needs to update its CIP plan.  He stated that when applying for grants one of the requirements is an updated copy of the town’s CIP.  He stated DMP would like to apply for a grant to help pay for the CIP.  He stated the grant would pay most of the cost and the Town would have to pay a portion.  He stated that Randy McNeil of DMP would be doing the application at no cost to the town.
Mr. Randy McNeil stated the application is due in January and then the Town would find out if they receive a grant in July.

Commissioner Cutchins made the motion to authorize DMP to move forward and submit the application.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wright and accepted unanimously.

Consideration of Beginning Design Phase for Hardees Sewer Project at a cost of $20,500
Town Manager Larry Carver stated that DMP has submitted a proposal to start the engineer and design work for the Hardees project.  He stated he would like Board approval for the work to get started and be able to move forward as each phase is completed.
Commissioner Wright made the motion to approve the project as a whole and to give Town Manager Larry Carver approval to move forward as necessary as the phases are completed.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.
Resolution Regarding US 1 Sewer Funding
Commissioner Fuller made the motion accept the resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute the contracts.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.
Authorizing Resolution by Governing Body of the Applicant NC Economic Infrastructure Program
Town Manager Larry Carver stated the Rural Center would like this agreement done before they will release funding for the project.

Commissioner Wright made the motion to approve the resolution authorizing resolution by Governing Body of the Applicant NC Economic Infrastructure Program The motion was seconded by Commissioner Worley and accepted unanimously.

Resolution Allowing Franklin County Schools to Install a Traffic Round-A-Bout on South Hillsborough Street at Franklinton Elementary School
Mr. Tommy Piper of Franklin County Schools stated the school would like to make a better traffic flow at the school.  He stated that school system is requesting and easement on a portion of the proposed round-a-bout that encroaches on the Town’s right of way.  

 He stated the school will maintain the property.

After several questions concerning safety issues Mayor Senter stated the resolution was just to grant an easement.   He stated the board could meet with the school officials again and discuss the issues they have.

Commissioner Fuller made the motion to grant the resolution to grant an easement for a round-a-bout.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Cutchins and accepted unanimously.
